Eesti Mootorrataste ringrajasõidu meistrivõistluste 3. etapi korraldusest.

Võistlus toimub vastavalt Võistluse Juhendile. Käesolev Lisa määratleb ja täpsustab

punktid, mis puudutavad mootorratta klasside võistlejate registreerumist ja

osalemist antud võistlusel.

1. Etapp toimub C600, C1200, B1200, SSP300, SST600 ja Superbike klassi ratastele.

2. Võistlusel kehtivad EMF ringrajakomisjoni poolt 2023. hooajaks kinnitatud

tehnilised tingimused.

C600 ja SST600 klassis on lubatud osalema järgmised rattad:

- 401 - 636 cm³ 4 takti 4 silindrit.

- 601 - 675 cm³ 4 takti 3 silindrit.

- 675 -750 cm³ 4 takti 2 silindrit.

Supersport Next Generation ja Open600 rattad ei ole lubatud.

Appendix to the Estonian Grand Prix 2023 Supplementary Regulations

Bulletin No 4

The organisation of Round 3 of the Estonian Circuit Racing Championship

The competition will take place in accordance with the Supplementary Regulations.

This Appendix defines and specifies the clauses concerning the registration and

participation of competitors in motorcycle classes in this competition.

1. The Estonian Championship Round is for the classes C600, C1200, B1200,

SSP300, SST600 and Superbike.

2. The competition is subject to the technical regulations approved by the Estonian

Motorcycling Federation circuit racing commission for the 2023 season.

In the Superstock 600 class the following motorcycles can participate:

- 401 - 636 cm³ 4-stroke 4 silinders.

- 601 - 675 cm³ 4-stroke 3 silinders.

- 675 -750 cm³ 4-stroke 2 silinders.

Supersport Next Generation and Open600 are not allowed to participate.

3. The registration for the motorcycle classes will take place on the EMF website:

4. The pre-registration will end on 01.08.2023 at 17:00.

5. The participation fee is paid to the organiser's bank account according to p. 2.3. of

the Supplementary Regulations.

their respective classes. The B1200 bikes start together with the Superbike class

and also receive Superbike class Estonian Championship points based on the

overall standing.

8. The organiser will award prize money to the participants in the SSP300, SST600

and Superbike/B1200 starts. The number of prizes awarded and the amount of the

prize will be announced at the riders' briefing.

9. Technical inspection of motorcycles will take place on Friday, 11.08.23 at

9:00-12:15.

10. Distance of race starts:

C600/ C1200 10 laps

SSP300 10 laps

SST600 13 laps

SB/ B1200 15 laps
